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Do the Right Thing

Business professor teaches students lessons of ethics

irginia Maurer sums up the Enron mess that came to light several years ago as smart people making
dumb and dumber decisions.
The scandal — Enron’s corporate executives deceived shareholders and employees — is a lesson
for business students on how not to behave. It's another reason training students to think ethically should
be a mission of business education, says Maurer, director of UF’'s Elizabeth B. and William F. Poe Center for
Business Ethics Education and Research and the Huber Hurst Professor for Business Law and Legal Studies
in the Warrington College of Business Administration.

“All these people knew better than to do what they were doing, but somehow they didn't ask those hard
guestions of themselves; or if they did ask them, they ignored the answers,” says Maurer, who began teaching
ethics in UF’s business college in the 1990s.

Maurer has never shied from adventure. She once traveled to Peru for two months after seeing a ier at
Northwestern University when she was an undergraduate there. So, naturally, when UF decided to start a busi-
ness ethics program, she led the charge.

“She seemed like the natural person to do it,” Dean John Kraft says. “She created not only a program with a set
of courses, but also brought in speakers and started groups [for students to discuss ethics]. She is the person
who is spearheading ethics in our college.”

Maurer uses real cases to prepare students for the ethical dilemmas they’ll face in business. It helps them
understand the solutions usually are not black or white, she says.

“[We] try to teach students that these are the ethical challenges they will face, that there often is only a
less-worse decision rather than a good decision,” Maurer says. “The greater the extent to which you can antic-
ipate challenges, the more likely you are to deal with them in a good way. The hope is they’ll make intelligent

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decisions. That will be good for them and good for society.”

“We lost our youngest son when he was 32,” Peggy says. “When
we went to the funeral it surprised me ... that there were so many
people there from the museum. | realized UF is not just an institution;
it is full of great people. That was very inspiring to us.”

She adds, “If you're wearing something with a Gator on it you're
going to meet great people. The university is a great place to make a
contribution and we are indeed proud to be part of the Gator Nation.”
